We
provide training and access to all boats in our
high-performance fleet that includes a variety of
dinghies and Freya, our brand-new well-
appointed, 34-foot Bavaria cruise boat.

Vikings also enjoy fun stuff like club cruises,
parties, dinghy racing, sail boarding, kayaking,
barbecues and other social activities.

Because members are required to
contribute to the club's operation, our dues
and cruise boat charter fees are well below
those of commercial sailing schools and
charter businesses. There is no additional
charge to sail the dinghies. They’re included
in your dues!

Look for us in the Jericho Sailing Centre at
Jericho Park on the south shore of beautiful
English Bay. Now in our fifth decade, we are
one of the cornerstone clubs at Jericho.

Keelboat sailing

The club owns Freya, a 34-foot sloop that
opens the world of cruising to members.

Any member can organize his own Freya
charter at rates that are about one-third those of
commercial sailing schools.

We also organize long weekend flotilla cruises.
As a club, we can negotiate affordable charter
rates for members to sail areas like the Gulf
Islands and Sunshine Coast.

How it works

The club’s ‘rating’ system determines who can
use our boats and in what capacity.

It ensures safety at sea and protects club
property. There are three ratings for our dinghy
fleet — Novice, Intermediate and Senior. Senior-
rated sailors have high levels of skill and
experience and are responsible for passing
these standards on to other members.

Every new member starts as a Novice. How far
you progress depends on you, but most new
non-sailors achieve an intermediate rating in
their first year and take out boats on their own.
There’s also a rating system for the keelboat
and you’ll start learning about sailing this the
minute you step aboard!

Membership Limited

We limit annual membership to approximately
125 to ensure excellent access to our boats.
Once you’re qualified there’s generally no
waiting to sail away. The club usually fills up
fast every year. Membership details are on the
next page.
